CARLO ACUTIS ( 1991—2006): who died at age 15 from leukaemia will be the 

first Millennial (person born in the early 198Os— to the late1990s), to be 

canonised by the Catholic Church.  The teenager has also been labelled as the 

Patrion Saint of the internet, and known as “God’s Influencer”, for his work on 

recording miracles online and running Websites for Catholic organisations. .  First 

Miracle was the healing of a Brazilian Child and the Second a student in Florene 

who was healed despite having bleeding on the brain suffering head trauma.  Pope 

Francis has announced that the Italian teenager will be made Saint April 2025. 

O God Our Father, Thank you for giving us Carlo, model of life for young 

people and a message of love for all.  He made the Eucharist his “highway to 

heaven” 

You gave him Mary, a beloved Mother, and with the Rosary you made him 

sing the praises of her tenderness,.
